Analysis  Code  

Systems analysis code is a list of codes for the analysis of data for statistical reporting, 

traceability information. The creation and use to create multi -dimensional analysis 

system or single dimension will depend on the establishment of criteria for appropriate 

analysis code. 

 

General ledger register  

General ledger entry logs all accounting record information recorded history (Posted 
Entry), including information such as:   

¶ Order Number  
¶ From entry  
¶ To entry

¶ Document number

¶ Branch  
¶ Business Center

Financial Setup   

General  Ledger Setup   

Setup parameters include the basic information for the method of operation of financial 
accounting modules:  

¶ Allows recording from day to day: for the period recorded in accounting books.   
¶ Amount rounded discount bills (currency).   
¶ Method of accounting related companies: select methods for the system to select 

an independent accounting method to a company level or branch or business 
center.  
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¶ Additional reporting currency: reports side by side outside the currency with the 
currency reporting.  

¶ The maximum VAT rate: set the maximum tariff rate, so that when users 
reported higher rat es to prevent automated systems. As the installation steps to 
prevent the ability to generate data entry errors.   

¶ Apply Payment to automated accounting entries tolerance payment clearing, 
then the documents should meet the following two conditions:

Setting user rights

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Authorization user is allowed access by default to all your trading screen only see data 

for all levels: branches, business centers, warehouses, departments, systems.... For 

example: User A right to install the application on sale and may only see the data on 

some 01 branches and business centers of 03. 

 

General  journal  setup

Process  

Accounting  receivables  

Accounting receivable includes professional groups following functions:  

¶ Manage customer credit on each contract sale, bill of sale (Sales Order, Sales 
Invoice), and the cumulative availability and expected to contract and other bills 
have made / signed but not implemented.

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Accounting payable   

Accountants are charged include professional groups following functions:

o Payment is  

Payment of a professional team includes many types of transactions, such as payment 
of goods, payment services, advance payment, payment of salaries, commissions ... 
plus BFO system also handle all household expenditures (expenditures A branch 
spending money for the branch B) .

o Payment plan

o Payment request  

Making a payment request can be supported automatically from the system based on 
bills not paid by customers to request payment limit (policy liabilities are prompted to 
install the default profile guests goods) or ar e created by hand based on the 
comparison of liabilities and commitments in the customer's contract - the payment 
terms in order to sell / bill of sale . Voucher payment request (charges) were established 
and are pending under the proposal approved payment vouchers.  

o Cash receipt

Payroll Accounting

General journal in the accounting system is the professional handling of book vouchers 
as methods of alignment and grade of documents automatically.

Periodic  acivity  

¶ Month end journal

¶ Assessment rate differences

Allocate item  costs   

Allocation journal systems to support warehouse operations for previously incurred 
related to the stock: enter a purchase, export sales, import goods, import of finished 
products ... more services that generate the the value of the shipment .

Accounting loan (credit)

Asset  Accountant   

Manage the business of property: purchase, depreciation, disposal, minor repair and 
overhaul ...

 Inventory cost ing

The system plans and budgets   

System of budgeting and planning system is the screen BFO functions support the user 
to plan and budget: revenues and expenditures, wages, stock, debt ... the user can

plan and budget, the system automatically calculated based on the results of the past 
and the installation plan for the future, user -input for the next the planning and budget
